Calls to this number are billed as if you were calling 
Lake George, NY.

Meet Two of Our Founding Mothers  
Denise Fuoco interviews Cara Huffman  
and Nancy Kimball  
 

This year marks the 10
th
 Anniversary of North Country 

Wild Care as a not for profit organization. I recently had 
the pleasure of interviewing two of NCWCôs original 
founding members: Cara Huffman and Nancy Kimball. 
Cara and Nancy have approximately 30 years of com-
bined experience working with animals. They were 
brought together 10 years ago with a common interest: 
providing care to orphaned and injured wildlife for their 
release back into the wild. Together with this interest 
and genuine determination, they were able to collabo-
rate with 2 other rehabilitators and form this very 
unique and growing group of licensed wildlife rehabilita-
tors. It was with the commitment of this first group of 
rehabilitators that NCWC was envisioned, and has con-
tinued to thrive ten years later.  
 

Care Huffman (CH) has 20 years experience working 
with wildlife and is a veterinary technician at Schroon 
River Animal Hospital. She presently is an active reha-
bilitator and has many roles within the group, which 
includes providing consultation and education pro-
grams and classes  to the members of NCWC (see 
class  on page 29). 
 

Nancy Kimball (NK) has a professional background in 
nursing. She has spent the past 10 years as a lifetime 
learner, working to gain knowledge and expertise in the 
field of wildlife rehabilitation. She has been especially 
active in educating the public through the owl program 
and mentoring new rehabilitators.

WHAT LEAD YOU TO THE FIELD OF WILDLIFE REHA-
BILITATION? 
 

NK: About 20 years ago, I was on a camping trip and it 
had been a very rainy trip. I reached into my backpack and 
found a chipmunk had decided to nest in my bathing suit 
and had her babies there. Given that it was the end of my 
camping trip, and I needed my bathing suit and back pack, 
I had to relocate the nest. I ended up using a Styrofoam 
container to make a new nest for them and put the babies 
and nest under our lean-to and went off for a swim. When 
we returned, the babies were no longer in the nest. We 
assumed mom had relocated them.  I believe that this first 
encounter with baby chipmunks set the stage for my deci-
sion years later to become a wildlife rehabilitator. I had an 
intuitive sense (without any specific training in the field) 
that it is best, whenever possible, to reunite baby animals 
with Mom." 
 

CH:  I have always had a love for animals and an appreci-
ation for wildlife, thanks to my dadôs influence. I took a se-
mester off from school (nursing) and decided to volunteer 
for the local Humane Society, which introduced me to 
wildife rehab and I was caught hook, line and sinker. With 
my nursing background, I would ask a lot of questions as 
to what and why treatments and drugs were used. Had I 
known about veterinary technician programs, I would prob-
ably have started rehabilitation 7 years earlier. 
 

DESCRIBE A TYPICAL DAY FOR YOU DURING THE 
ñBABY SEASONò 
 

NK:  My day usually starts around 5:30 am with the pot of 
coffee going. First feeding of animals around 6-6:30 and 
the last feeding is at bedtime. I spend a lot of time cooking 
and mixing formulas for the various different animals. Each 
has their own unique nutritional focus so I work at getting 
them the nutrition they need to grow. I also have educa-
tional birds that I care for. 
 

CH:  Start the coffee first thing in the morning and, de-
pending on how many critters I have, this is between 4 and
